We, the Hunter General Organization, hope you had a refreshing summer and are excited to return to another eventful school year! To kick off the new school year, we will be continuing our annual tradition of going to the scenic and spacious Bear Mountain in Palisades Park, Upstate N.Y. for Spirit Day!
Bear Mountain offers nature walks, hikes, and multiple playing fields that will be used for many activities along with traditional games such as the Junior-Senior football game.  The date is October 14th. There will be no rain date, since it isn’t possible to reschedule the buses and the park on a day’s notice.  In the case of rain, Spirit Day will be postponed until the spring.

For those new to the Hunter community, Spirit Day is a school tradition in which the entire school (students and faculty) goes on a field trip together to relax and play games.  It is a time when the Hunter community is encouraged to create meaningful memories and strengthen bonds.  All grades, teachers, and occasionally administrators participate in activities that the General Organization has planned over the summer.  Spirit Day is truly the best way to start out a new school year, and the General Organization has been working very hard to make it a great experience.  However, there is one word of caution—there are no accessible restaurants or food vendors at Bear Mountain. Like previous years, the G.O. will be holding a barbecue with hot dogs, so make sure to bring money, but we definitely advise that you pack your child or children a substantial meal for the day with plenty of fluids.
Students will be traveling under the supervision of the Hunter Administration and Faculty by chartered buses from Campus Coach.  Everyone is expected to report to official class by 8:00 AM the morning of the event.  The cost of Spirit Day will be $30. Fee waivers are available if this amount is beyond your means.  Please speak to our advisor, Dr. Herbert, who can be contacted at (646) 963-6260 or in the English Department office, about a waiver.  Payment will only be accepted in the form of a check, made out to HCHS G.O.  Please put your child’s name and official class and the G.O. account number on the check. (There is a model check at the bottom of the permission form.)  We ask that all students submit the completed permission form along with the $30.00 check together at the G.O. office, located in front of the auditorium, by Friday, September 24th.  Please hand in checks and permission forms only to G.O. executive board members and G.O. assistants.  Permission forms and checks will only be collected during advisory period (between 2nd and 3rd period) and club period (between 4th and 5th period).  If the G.O. has not received a permission slip by 3:30 p.m. on Friday, October 8, that student WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO GO to Bear Mountain.  THE OCTOBER 8th DEADLINE IS FINAL.  Detailed bus assignment lists must be prepared over that weekend.  Beginning Monday, September 27th, lists of students who have not turned in forms will be posted in the grade hallways.  STUDENTS, CHECK TO BE SURE YOUR NAME IS NOT ON THE LIST, EVEN IF YOU KNOW YOU HAVE TURNED IN YOUR FORM.  See Dr. Herbert if your name is on the list by mistake.

We hope that Spirit Day will be a great beginning to another spectacular school year.  Spirit Day is only the first of many fabulous events that the General Organization has planned.  We look forward to seeing you all there at Spirit Day 2010!
